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2.     Design of Mobhaile Front-End
First screen should be a Splash screen displaying Ireland with some information about Mobhaile. This screen would be the first entry point "until the Citizen is registered.
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The user could then click on the County they are interested in which will bring them to an
interactive map.

TOOLBAR
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Toolbar
This toolbar will allow the citizen to Login, Register and view and edit their own profile.
Through the register tool, they will be able to enter details which will allow the user to be
registered as Mobhaile Portal users.
They would be able to enter some details relating to themselves.   They would also
associate themselves to an area. They would; work by clicking on the map and a XX m

The login tool would allow the user to login and the map would zoom to the area set in
their profile.

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The profile tool would allow the user to change their profile details including which area
in the map they are associated to.

Textual Information
This will display information on categories related to Business and Community information. When the user clicks on a category a list of sub-categories will be displayed. From these sub-categories a list of objects will be displayed. The citizen can then view details on these categories and view them in the Textual information area or click on a button to display the object in the map.
Spatial Map
This area will display information in relation to spatial details.  This area will display a
map displaying spatial information in a PNG format, a legend defining what the spatial
information will look like and zoom levels displaying at what scale the map will be
viewed.
The zoom levels will have 7 scales ranging from county level through DED to street
level.  When the user enters the web site through the profile the map will zoom to set
scale to define the area they are assigned to.

	LEGEND


The Legend will display a graphic representation of the spatial entities which appear in the map. Through the legend, layers in the spatial map can be switched on and off. The map window will contain the spatial information designated for the current scale. The citizen will have the ability to pan in 8 directions. This movement should ensure that even as the citizen moves outside their functional area the spatial information will still be displayed.
When the user is at county level they should be able to search by Townland and zoom to that townland when located. This may be extended to a "Web Gazetteer Service" which is an OGC compliant service
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3.     Citizen Module
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There is a need to store Citizen Information for users of the Mobhaile portal. The objective will be to store the Portal users attribute data in ADAM and active directory and store the iGIS component in a GIS database. There would be a link between the ADAM business instance and the instance in the GIS database.
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ADAM Attributes
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The ADAM structure for the Community Members will be used and the Portal user will be a subset of this. Currently there are three containers in ADAM. Citizens, eChampions and Superuser. A new Container titled/'Portal user" will be added.
When a citizen first registers as a portal user they will be placed into this container.
Details Stored in relation to a Citizen when registering will be Surname First Name Address Email Address
The user will then be able to choose username and password. This will check across all containers for unique usernames.
The user will also have the ability to zoom to an area, click on a "Choose Location" button and assign this area within XX meters of the point as their Assigned Login location.
When the user can edit their profile they will have the option to edit all details associated with the Community structure, that is, add PPSN etc.
When a PPSN is added they will be promoted to the "Citizens" container which means that they will be searchable from the Community groups section.
By default a Community registered member will have a login for the portal. This user will then have to view their profile and select an area they will be associated to.
When a Portal User logins the portal will switch to the Location they have chosen. They can then change details associated to their profile or location. The portal user will also be able to search through the community groups as select those that would be saved as favorites. Extra attributes would need to be added to the Citizen ADAM structure to accommodate the storage of the Community Group favorites.
An RSS feed to then aggregate the Favorites into one feed which the user can view.
The GIS Structure will fit into the GIS Object Model as set down by the Corporate GIS team.

When a user
chooses a location, the "Digitising Web Service" will be called which will take the name
of the Layer "Citizens" and the GUID of the citizen and create an instance in the citizens
table.
When the citizen logins, the table will be checked and the map will zoom to show the
area chosen by the portal user. Each portal user can only have one instance of the citizen
table.
